Summary of Position:

Teatown Lake Reservation is an education center and membership organization
located on a 1,000-acre nature preserve in the Lower Hudson Valley. Our mission is to
inspire our community to lifelong environmental stewardship. Teatown maintains more
than 15 miles of trails and hosts over 20,000 visitors annually.

The Facilities Maintainer is responsible for the day-to-day maintenance and upkeep for
the facilities and grounds of Teatown. Should be a self-starter and motivated to work in
a mission-driven organization. Should be well-organized and a team player. Must be
flexible, as the daily requirements may change seasonally as needs arise. Ability to lift
50 lbs. Clean driving record. Basic knowledge of Spanish is a plus.

Tasks include but are not limited to the following:

e General “handyperson” work

e Light carpentry, construction repair, and demolition
e Light painting

e Parts and supplies requisition and pick-up

e Party/event set-up, breakdown, and clean-up

e Seasonal landscaping, including mowing, weed-wacking, hedge trimming,
planting, and shrub removal.
e Fence repair, deck repair, bridge/walkway and other assorted light carpentry
e Raking/blowing yard waste, clippings, and leaf removal
e Trash removal, clean-up, litter pick-up and removal
